Discussion regarding Cell Tower and general informational questions and answers.

Administrator Kotter reported that the Wisconsin Consulting Firm Wireless Plan Consulting worked on the Verizon
application with the City and is here to report his findings. Jim Weinmann reported that a cell tower is needed not only for
cell phone usage but also for data transmission sending and receiving capacity. Each antenna can only handle so much
traffic, pictures and streaming data require a lot of data. Verizon selected this area based on the location realizing that the
existing tower on the West side of town is becoming unable to handle the increased use and future probable use. Moving
the site outside of the specified ring would diminish the effectiveness. If a smaller tower was used then the City runs the
risk of requiring more towers, The frequencies that would be put out by this tower are less than what a baby monitor puts
out. These types of frequencies are non-ionizing and are not detrimental to someone’s health. The foundation of a
Monopole at 160 feet would be 10 to 30 feet of solid concrete and the site and equipment are inspected every 3 years. The
soil would need to be tested first for strength and contamination possibility. In the event that the soil is contaminated the
tower would not be able to be erected in this site. Mr. Weinmann could be contracted by the City to be involved in
negotiating the terms of the lease and that the numbers given at $200 for each additional carrier and $1,000 for the main
carrier a month are good to premium with regards to Fair Market Value of lease terms. A removal clause would need to be
included in the lease and also a good idea is a removal bond, in the event that the tower is no longer needed it gives the
City the money to remove it in the event the contracted company doesn’t. Cell sites in close proximity allow for seamless
handoff of signals between towers and therefore consistent service for customers.

The lot to the west of this parcel is the City of Geneseo’s Waste
Water Treatment Plant which is currently zoned B-4. The owner has had interested people in the lot if they could put up a
storage unit or a similar building on this parcel and the only way that this would be permissive in the zoning ordinance is
to change it to a B-4 district.

Consideration for approval R-15-135 A Resolution Clarifying the Proper Traffic Flow on Sommers Avenue.
Administrator Kotter reported that this discussion is regarding on block of Sommer Street which is one block East
of State Street north of the tracks. It runs north and south between Park and Orange Streets. There are a number
of parts to the past history. First was the request by First United Methodist to vacate the Right of Way that is
north of Park Street. That vacation took place and the church sanctuary now sits on that land. The next request
was to vacate the northern most part of the road that is between Park and Orange which now is the church
parking lot. After the request to vacate was made, some time passed and the request was withdrawn. The final
action instead was to approve Resolution R-13-080 to make the northern 98.28 feet on the West and 93.33 feet
on the East a one way street running north. In the documentation it states that this part of Sommers Avenue will
become a one way, which one could deduce that it was a two way previously. The southern part of this block is
currently being treated as a two way. As we began to research this block there is no evidence that it was ever
approved as a two way street. So this issue is being brought to the Council to determine the block and what to
do with it. We want to know that it is signed properly and traffic laws can be enforced. The staff previously
indicated recommending the entire block be a two way, even the church lot. The three of us also met with the
church reps, John DuBois and Ki Wirth Friday afternoon to discuss the project. Enclosed is an email from
Pastor Chris Ritter. A letter was also sent to the property owners in the area inviting them to the meeting. The
recommendation from staff is to leave the two sections as is and ask Council to approve that so as to document
the proper traffic flow and direct staff to add appropriate signage to better clarify to motorists the flow. The
Mayor has requested additional time to research this issue and requested that this be moved to the November
Committee of the Whole.

RE: Release of Municipal Funds

The Hllinois Municipal League (IML) has been actively working to gain the release of funds being withheld by the State of
Illinois during this lengthy budget impasse. As your advocate in Springfield, we have had numerous meetings and
discussions centered on the importance of releasing local funds that are critical to municipal operations, programs and
services.

Various forms of legislation have been introduced that would authorize the State to release specific funds {Motor Fuel
Tax, Use Tax, video gaming fees, casino fees, 8-1-1 service fees) and/or all non-general revenue funds that are otherwise
distributed to local governments. The next scheduled session date for the General Assembly is November 10. There is
also a meeting of the Governor and legislative leaders scheduled for November 18. We are hopeful that these issues can
be resolved as soon as possible, but certainly prior to the end of this calendar year.

Linked here for your reference and use are two documents: 1) a resolution that can be adopted by vour city council or
village board, in support of releasing local funds; and 2) a letter that can be sent by the mavor or village president, either
in lieu of the resolution or in addition to the resolution. You are also welcome and encouraged to develop your own
resolution or letter, but these are provided to be of assistance if you wish to submit either at this time. And time is of
the essence given the upcoming session and meeting dates, and the fast-approaching end of the year. In addition to
sending these documents to the leaders addressed on the draft letter, please also forward copies to your local
legislators and return a copy to me for our records.

Please be assured that the lllinois Municipal League understands the acute importance of having these funds released by
the State. We will remain aggressive on this issue until it is resolved and until municipalities are made whole in the
funds due to them. Thank you.

SUBJECT: Snow Remaoval of Sidewalks

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION: Currently the City requires homeowners that have sidewalks
abutting their property to keep the walks clear of snow within so many hours after a snow fall. In our
management team meetings we have discussed the enforcement of handicap ramps on corer lots that lead
to the roadway. The current ordinance does not clearly state that these ramps are also the responsibility of
the abutting corner lot owners. I would like to be sure that we have strong ordinance wording to assure
that our Community Service Officer can enforce this ordinance throughout the upcoming winter and
assure that our sidewalks and comer ramps are safe for pedestrian and wheelchair travelers. Attorney
Alcorn drafted the proposed ordinance at our request and Clerk Phlypo made the change recommended at
the COW on October 27, 2015.

ORDINANCE NO. 0-15-151

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING TITLE IX, CHAPTER 92,
SECTION 92.55(A), OF THE CITY CODE, REGARDING DUTY TO CLEAR
SIDEWALK

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GENESEOQO, HENRY
COUNTY, ILLINOIS:

1. Title IX, Chapter 92, Section 92.55(A) of the City Code is hereby
amended and supplemented to provide as follows:

(A) It shall be the duty of the owner and the occupant of all premises
abutting any sidewalk in the city to keep the sidewalk, in front of
or along the same, free from snow or other obstruction, within 24
hours of a snow fall and other accumulations or deposits of
precipitation. With regard to the owners and occupants of
corner lots which abut sidewalks which include ramps to the
street, it shail be the duty of the owner and occupant to keep
the ramps free from snow or other obstruction within the
same timeframe as well. This duty shall include all owners and
occupants of business premises, regardless of hours of operation.
In the event that the person or persons responsible for the snow
removal pursuant to this section fails to do so, such person or
persons shall be subject to the penalties set forth in § 92.99(E). In
addition, the city may in its discretion cause the snow to be cleared
by its employees or outside contractors. The charge by the city for
clearing snow from a sidewalk or ramp shall be the actual cost
incurred for clearing the snow, whether that is by city employees or
contracted by another party, plus a $125.00 administrative fee.
Each day that the snow or other obstruction shall remain on the
sidewalk after the initial 24-hour period shall constitute a separate
offense.

2. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage and due publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

3. All ordinances or parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby
expressly repealed to the extent of said inconsistency.

SUBJECT: IMRF 1000 Hours Requirement

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION: Current City Policy is that Part Time Employees may not exceed
1000 hours in all Departments except the Police Department which is 1200 hours. The reason for this
policy in the past is that the IMRF retirement rules require that once an employee reaches 1000 the City
must pay in to IMRF. There are certainly valid reasons why we can and should limit hours to avoid
these costs. As a staff we will always look for all ways to balance costs. However, the management team
does have occasions where retaining a part time, lower cost hourly employee, even if they reach 1000 plus
hours is the most cost effective approach to get the work completed. 1 have included a spreadsheet that
shows the cost per hour for a $9.25, $10 and $12 employee if the IMRF is paid. If the employee is never
vested, by working a total of 10 years for any IMRF employers, then no future payout will occur from the
City. In that case the City’s funds paid in while the part time employee was working go to our reserve
account and decrease our overall unfunded liability. There is no real loss of the funds to the City. In
addition to our City portion of 13.44% that we would pay in, the City must require the part time employee
to pay their portion at 4.5% on any wages reported for IMRF.

RECOMMENDATION: Motion to approve Ordinance O-15-154, an Ordinance amending the
City of Geneseo’s Personnel Policy Manual Ordinance O-11-016 Amending Section 2.01 pertaining
to part time employee hours.

ORDINANCE NO. O-15-154

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY OF GENESEO’S
PERSONNEL POLICY MANUAL ORDINANCE O-11-016, AMENDING
SECTION 2.01 PERTAINING TO PART-TIME EMPLOYEE HOURS

WHEREAS, the Committee of the Whole of the City of Geneseo, Henry County, Illinois
did properly hold a regular meeting on October 27, 2015 to discuss changes to Section 2.01 of
the Personnel Policy Manual; and

WHEREAS, staff feels that it is a benefit on a limited basis to allow part-time employees
to exceed IMRF limitations of 1,000 hours annually; and

WHEREAS, staff feels that the City Administrator should be allowed the authority to
determine when the City could benefit from a part-time employee working over 1,000 hours
annually not to exceed 29.5 hours a week.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GENESEOQ, ILLINOIS:
SECTION I: That section 2.01 shall be amended as follows:
SECTION 2.01 EMPLOYEE CLASSIFICATION

Part-time Telecommunicator employees not to exceed 1200 hours per year or for the other part-
time and/or seasonal employees not to exceed I.M.R.F. 1,000 hourly annual standard or an
average of 29.5 hours per week. The City Administrator has the authority, on a limited basis, to
authorize a Part-Time employee to work up to an annual maximum of 1450 hours. At no time
may a Part-Time employee exceed an average of 29.5 hours per week. The City specifically has
adopted a “look back/stability period safe harbor” period asz defined in the Patient Protection
and Affordable Care Act (“PPACA”) for purposes of compliance with that Act. Therefore, for
purposes of determining a part-time employee’s hours of work under the PPACA, the hours of
work will be averaged over a 12 month period of time. This 12 month period begins on January
1, 2013, Additionally, the City specifically adopts an administrative period for implementation of
changes pursuant to the “look back/stability safe harbor” period of 90 days.

SECTION II: Upon the passage and approval of this ordinance, Section 2.01 shall be so
amended, effective that date of approval of this ordinance.

SECTION III: All ordinances and resolutions, or any part therefore, in conflict with all or
any part of this ordinance are hereby repealed in so far as they do conflict.

SECTION IV: That is any section, subdivision, or sentence of this ordinance shall for any
reason be held invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the
remaining portion of this ordinance.

EMPLOYMENT STATUS
Section 2.01 Employment Classlification

The definition as set forth shall be the definitions of smployment classifications so
that employees understand their employment status and benefit eligibility. Each
employee is designated as elther NON-EXEMPT or EXEMPT from federal and
state wage and hour laws, including the Fair Labor Standards Act.

NON-EXEMPT Employees are entitled o overtime pay under the
specific provisions of federal and state laws.

EXEMPT Employees are excluded from overtime pay under
specific provisions of federal and state laws.

In addition to the above categories, each employee will belong to one other
employment classification, as defined below:

FULL-TIME Employees who are regularly scheduled to work forty
(40) hours per work week. Generally, they are eligible
for the City's full benefit package, subject to lerms,
conditions and limitations of each benesfit.

PROBATIONARY Employees who are being evaluated to determine
whether employment In a regular position will be
offered. Probationary Employees may have some
benefits eamed as of his or her hiring date, as specified
herein.

PART-TIME Part-time Telecommunicator employees not to exceed
1200 hours per year or for the other part-time and/or
seasonal employees not to exceed 1.M.R.F. 1,000
hourly annual standard or an average of 29.5 hours per
week. The City specifically has adopted a “look
back/stabllity period safe harbor” period as defined in
the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act
(“PPACA") for purposes of compliance with that Act.
Therefore, for purposes of determining a part time
employee’s hours of work under the PPACA, the hours
of work will be averaged over a 12 month period of
time. This 12 month period begins on January 1 each
year and was effective January 1, 2013. Additionally,
the City specifically adopts an administrative period for
implementation of changes pursuant to the “look
baci/stabllity safe harbor” period of 90 days,



TEMPORARY Employees hired as interim replacements to temporarily
supplement the work force or to assist In
the completion of a specific project. Temporary
employees work less than one thousand (1,000) hours
per calendar year. Employment assignments in this
category are limited and duration is at the City
Council's discretion.

SEASONAL Employees who are hired to work in supplemental City
programs. Seasonal employees work less than one
thousand (1,000) hours per calendar year.
Employment shall not extend beyond the duration of
the season hired.

RETIREE Employees who have retired from service with the City.
Retiree benefits are not a guarantee and will be subject
to change at the discration of the City Council with
changes to this Personnel Policy Manual or collective
bargaining agreements or other action of the City
Council.

Part-time, temporary or seasonal employees shall not retain any rights their
employment. Whenever the City Council decides to make a temporary or seasonal
position a regular position of the department's work force, the new opening shall
be filled by the normal application procedure and the employee holding that
position may not have to serve the probationary period, at the City's discretion.
Part time, temporary or seasonal employees who are subsequently offered
employment for a newly-created position may have part or all of their probationary
periods waived by the City Council.

Section 2,02 Exempt Employeses

An exempt employee is exempt from the overtime provisions of the Fair Labor
Standards Act (FLSA) based on the nature of their dutles and whether those duties
place them in an exempt calegory per the Fair Labor Standards Act. Exempt
employees are under the direct supervision of the Mayor and City Council. The
City Councll has the authority to hire, discipline and discharge all exempt
employees, except as otherwise provided by law or contract,

Exempt employees are paid a salary rate, payable in 26 payments per calendar
year, Exampt employees are expected {o work at least 40 hours per calendar
week, but may work more than 40 hours per week. Because of the provisions of
the Fair Labor Standards Act, exempt employees are not entitled to overtime pay
or compensatory time.

SUBJECT: Section 125 Plan Transfer of Funds

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION: Previously the City had a Section 125, cafeteria plan for
employees. A cafeteria plan is a separate written plan maintained by an employer for employees that
meets the specific requirements of and regulations of section 125 of the Internal Revenue Code. It
provides participants an opportunity to receive certain benefits on a pretax basis. Participants in a cafeteria
plan must be permitted to choose among at least one taxable benefit (such as cash) and one qualified
benefit.

A qualified benefit is a benefit that does not defer compensation and is excludable from an employee’s
gross income under a specific provision of the Code, without being subject to the principles of
constructive receipt. Qualified benefits include the following:

Accident and health benefits (but not Archer medical savings accounts or long-term care insurance)
Adoption assistance

Dependent care assistance

Group-term life insurance coverage

Health savings accounts, including distributions to pay long-term care services

The City has funds left in this fund. The funds have been sitting in this account for a number of years.
Since we no longer have this Section 125 plan it is appropriate for the Council to reallocate the funds to
another active fund. Since the funds were originally meant to be for health insurance, I would
recommend that the funds be transferred to our current Fund 70. Fund 70 is the part of the budget that all
health and wellness funds are put in or charged to. This was brought to our attention by the City’s
auditors as a recommended action to move the funds.

RECOMMENDATION: Motion to Approve Resolution R-15-138 transferring the balance of
Section 125 Flexible Spending Account remaining balance to Fund 70 Health Insurance Account in
the amount of $4,326.56.

SUBJECT: Conditional use permit

PLAN COMMISSION BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION: This request was heard at the August
Plan Commission meeting and the Plan Commission felt that this would need variances for the rear yard
setback and the lot size required for a duplex. This was then heard by the Zoning Board of Appeals for a
variance to the rear yard setback and minimum lot size requirement. At the ZBA meeting the board denied
the lot size requirement due to the fact that they felt they did not have the authority to allow a variance for
lot size. In response to the denial from the ZBA, Larry Vandersnick has agreed to sell a portion of the lot
east of this lot to the Ries’ which gives them the lot size required and also would allow the correct rear
yard setback to be accomplished without a variance for either issue. The lot that had the portion of it
removed and sold to the Ries’ also is still within the allowed ot requirements. Attached is a portion of the
e-mail from Jim Ries along with the drawings that he has provided to allow the Plan Commission to see
how this lot will be formed and the setbacks to be met. Storm water drainage was brought up at the first
Plan Commission meeting so a site inspection was completed along with a discussion with the Public
Works Director. There are two storm water grates in this area. One is on the comer of Illinois Street and
Chestnut Street (on northeast corner). And the other one is Just North of this lot on Illinois Street on the
Good Sam property. Since there is no need for any variances, the Ries’ has brought this project back to
the Plan Commission for a conditional use permit to put a duplex on a property zoned R-2. Currently
there is a block garage that sits on this parcel which will be removed for the construction of this duplex.

PLAN RECOMMENDATION: At the November 2™ Plan Commission meeting, the Commission heard
the request again for the conditional use and is now recommending to Council that the conditional use be
granted to the Ries’ for the parcel two parcels north of Chestnut Street on the east side of South Illinois
Street (this lot has a description of lot of the Vandersnick Addition).

RECOMMENDATION: Motion to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Jim and Rob Ries for
the two parcels zoned R-2 north of Chestnut Street on the east side of South Illinois Street described
as parcels ??(add parcel numbers here) to construct a duplex.

08-21-407-067 LOT 2 LARRY VANDERSNICK ADDITION CITY OF GENESEO

PROJECT UPDATE:
Since this request was heard at the August Plan Commission meeting, it has been heard by the
Zoning Board of Appeals for a variance to the rear yard setback and lot minimum lot size
requirement. At the ZBA meeting the board denied the lot size requirement due to the fact that
they felt they did not have the authority ta allow a variance for lot size. In response to the denial
Sfrom the ZBA, Larry Vandersnick has agreed to sell a portion of the lot east of this lot to the
Ries ' which gives them the lot size required and also would allow the correct rear yard setback
to be accomplished without a variance for either issue. I have attached a portion of the e-mail
Sfrom Jim Ries along with the drawings that he has provided to allow the Plan Commission to see
how this lot will be formed and the setbacks to be met. I know that storm water drainage was
brought up at the last hearing so I went to the site and looked and also talked with the Public
Works Director. There are two storm water grates in this area. One is on the corner of lllinois
Street (on northeast corner) and Chestnut Street. And the other one is Just North of this lot
Illinois Street on the Good Sam property. Since there is no need for any variances, the Ries' has
brought this project back to the Plan Commission for a conditional use permit to put a duplex on
a property zoned R-2,

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

Rob and Jim Ries have requested a conditional use permit for the above mentioned lot to allow
them to construct a duplex unit on this lot. Chapter 6 of the Zoning Ordinance requires 6500
square feet of lot area per unit. This lot is a total of 11,573 square feet so this lot is 1,427 square
feet short of the rese requirements. This will need to be considered when making your decision.
There are several duplexes in the area for Good Samaritan, one on the next lot north, that are in
an R-2 PUD that sit on smaller lots (8000 sq. ft.). There is currently a garage that sits on this lot
and at this time Jim was not sure of the plans for the garage if it would stay or be removed to
make more room for the duplex.



OTHER ACTIONS REQUIRED:
After the Plan Commission has reviewed and made a decision, they will need to make a
recommendation to City Council for the final decision on the conditional use pemit.

COMPLIANCE WITH THE PLANNING CODE PROVISIONS (Zoning Ordinance):
9-5-4: "R-2" Residential District

Intent.
The principal use of land is for single-family dwellings and, under certain conditions, new two-
family dwellings and the conversion of older, larger dwellings into two-family and multi-family
dwellings. It is further the intent of this District to protect the value of existing residential areas
and insure the value of future residential development while providing for the essential,
supporting facilities, both public and private, of the residential areas. Internal stability,
attractiveness, order, and efficiency are encouraged by providing for adequate light, air, and open
space for dwellings and related facilities.

D. Conditional Uses:

15. Two-family dwelling (duplex).

PUBLIC/NEIGHBORHOOD INPUT:
Letters have been sent to the neighbors within 250’ of this property notifying them of the public
hearing.

STAFF ANAYLSIS:
Staff sees no reason against the ordinance not to grant the permit.

PLANNING DEPARTMENT RECOMMENDATION:

The planning department would recommend granting the issuance of a conditional use permit to
Rob and Jim Ries for property on S. Illinois Street (Lot 2 of Larry Vandersnick Addition) for the
construction of a duplex.

ATTACHMENTS: Draft & Project Information



Attached is a drawing of our proposed solution for the lllinois Street property we wauld like to

develop. The area in yellow is part of the lot behind us that Larry Vandersnick also owns. He would
deed us this portion of the lot. With this we would have 13,049 sq. feet meeting the requirement for
square footage for the duplexes. It would still leave over 8500 square feet for the other lot which |
believe must have over 7500. It would also keep our lot line 5' away from the garage that is on the rear
property. With a front set back of 25, sides of 10° each and back yard of 30' this would give us a
buildable space of 94’36’ using the narrowest side to side dimenstons which would work for us. Could
you please review this and tell us if this meets all of the requirements and that all we would now need is
approval from the planning commission to build a duplex on this lot that is already zoned R2? We would
like to get this approval before completing the sale and deeding the additional property to this lot.
