The City Council of the City of Geneseo met Tuesday July 25, 2017 at the Council Chambers, 115 South Oakwood Avenue.
Mayor Kathy Carroll-Duda called the meeting to order at 6:05 pm. Alderman Paula Simosky, Kent Anderson, James
Rooedhouse, Martin Rothschild, Brenda Johnson, Jason Robinson and Sue Garlick answered roll call. Bob Wachtel was absent.
Others in attendance included City Administrator Lisa Kotter, City Clerk Loree K Phlypo, City Attomey Derke Price, Director
of Electrical Operations Lewis Opsal, Public Works Director Chad VanDeWoestyne, IT Manager Garrett Griswold, HR
Generalist Brandon Maeglin, Finance Director Kara Wiesemeyer, Chief Piotrowski and Inspector Rick Mills.

Public Comment

Tim Wells reported that as the Henry County Treasurer that handles $81 Million dollars in taxes that he recommends that the
City of Geneseo process a Prior Year Adjustment to correct the Tax Levy overage that occurred. He appreciates the time that
the City staff has spent on this and has heard the chatter that the Treasurer’s office isn’t working very well with the City and he
would appreciate that the chatier stop and that the City not get caught up in it.

Francie Delp wanted to address the Face Book post on the Mayor’s page stating that she had said that the Mayor had refused
to put the tax levy on the prior meeting agenda. The Mayor made a presentaton on the Tax Levy which was on the agenda at
the prior meeting.

Discussion of Ordinance 0-17-20 An Ordinance amending Title III of the City of Geneseo Code of Ordinances:
Administrative Procedure to Determine Eligibility for Benefits Under the Illinois Public Safety Benefits Act.
Discussion was held on determining whether an injury was in the line of duty or not. When it is not clear this will allow for
better record inclusion into the determining of an injury. This is the difference between it being 2 Worker’s Comp case or
Lifetime Benefits case. This sets up a process to review cases, the Police Pension Board determines whether or not the inkury
was in the line of duty or not and sometimes it is without all the facts. The Police Pension Board doesn’t have to allow the City
to submit a report on an injury, but with this process in place they would have to. The existing system has risks to the
Municipality. If the PSEBA Ordinance is adopted then the City would have protection and be able to submit a factual report in
the event an event happens. The Mayor would appoint an Administrator and there would be a Hearing Officer, they are only
paid for events that they oversee.

Mayoral Statement on 2016 tax Levy

Mayor Kathy Carroll-Duda handed out a Power Point Presentation to Council on the tax levy process and it was displayed on
the overhead screen for all attendee’s to view, it began with a timeline through filing documents for the tax levy, tax
abatement and what is the purpose of abatement, Process improvements and options with regards to the levy overage. The
Power Point Presentation can be viewed on the City’s website at www.cityofgeneseo.com.

Resident concerns included multiple chances for this to be caught, the legality to the Truth in Taxation Hearing that was held
since the dollar amount ended up being different, process improvements so that this doesn’t happen again and what is the City
going to do with the extra $320,000.

Francie Delp turned in to the City a signed petition with approximately 185 signatures requesting that the City refund the extra
funds to the property owners.

Mayor Carroll-Duda stated that this would be discussed in the fall when the next tax levy is being discussed as there isn’t
anything that can be done at this time, we will be discussing solutions in October.

Francie Delp gave the City Clerk a petition signed by residents from each ward that want a refund of the overage. She also
requested that this be put on the Committee of the Whole as an agenda item for discussion and a decision. She wants the City
to use the funds that were to pay the bond payment and send the residents a check to correct this.

Nadine Palmgren reported that she feels that the Truth in Taxation hearing that was held was not correct due to the mistake
made on the Tax Levy and it is the City’s burden to correct. The truth in taxation hearing showed the increase would be at
22.64% and it ended up being 74%. She requested the overage be refunded to the property owners and a true and correct
Truth in Taxation hearing held. Assessment and exemption information for each parcel taxed is public record and could be
used to calculate payments.

Kelly Vincent reported that she is the Deputy Treasurer for Henry County and that this would be a nightmare to refund
property taxes this is a collaborative process with 155 taxing districts 3 offices come together to complete this process. The
difficultly in refunding everyone is because each property could have several different deductions and if you have to go
through each individual public record would be a lengthy process.

Resident reported that if this happened at her work it wouldn’t fly and the levy will have to be reduced by $640,000 to correct
it.

Resident requested that the presentation be put on the City’s Face Book page. It is an oversight but we need to focus on the
future cotrection.

Resident asked why it wasn’t caught with so many eyes looking at it.

Alderman Robinson stated that it affects him also he has 4 children and the motive from the beginning was to save the City
money, there were no bad intentions, we need to move on and discuss it in the fall.

SUBJECT: Recommendation on Park Design Firms

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION: As you will recall we appointed a selection committee to
interview firms interested in working with the community to have a master plan for Richmond Hill Park.
There were eleven firms that submitted proposals. The committee met July 10 and reduced the list of
those still being considered to five. On Monday, July 24 those five firms were given an opportunity to
meet for one hour with the committee. After the interviews were complete the Committee selected two
firms that it would be happy to recommend.

RECOMMENDATION: Motion to hire Hitchcock Design Group for the Preliminary Design Phase
for Richmond Hill Park in an amount not to exceed $18,000 with a contribution from the School
District in the amount of $2,500. Funds to come from Fund 60 Public Works funds if funds from
other accounts remain at year end and if not from the Capital Fund fund balance.
