BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION: The Henry County Board met on August 17, 2017 and
approved the County’s portion of funding for a full time County Economic Development Director. The
City’s commitment to this project is to provide funding for three years at $1 per capita. The funding for
this year was approved by the City Council in the current . The draft intergovernmental agreement is
included in the packet. The County is working on a final draft which I have requested prior to the
September 12 Council Meeting.

RECOMMENDATION: Motion to recommend to the City Council approval of the
Intergovernmental Agreement with Henry County to provide three years of funding for the County
Economic Development position.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT TO SHARE HOTEL TAX

This Agreement is entered into and made effective this 12™ day of September,
2017 between the County of Henry and the City of Geneseo (hereinafter referred to as
“County” and “City,” respectively.)

WHEREAS, the County and City are each units of local government under
Section 10 of Article VII of the Constitution of the State of Iilinois and the
Intergovernmental Cooperation Act (5 ILCS 220/1 et.seq.); and

WHEREAS, the County and City believe it is mutually beneficial to combine
efforts for economic development purposes; and

WHEREAS, to that end, the County agrees to employ a full-time economic
development professional which the City will help contribute funding for.

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION of the matters set forth above, the
agreements, covenants, representations and undertakings made and contained in this
Agreement, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of
which is hereby acknowledged, the County and City hereby agree, covenant, represent
and undertake as follows:

1. Obligations and Undertakings on the Part of the County.

a. The County agrees to employ a full-time economic development
professional for the purposes of performing economic development
activities for Henry County.

b. The economic development position will be housed at the Henry
County Courthouse.

c. The economic development position will be formally overseen by the

Henry County Board with day-to-day supervision by the Henry
County Administrator. Goal setting would be conducted through a
recreated advisory committee with actions recommended to the
appropriate Henry County Board subcommittee for potential
implementation,

2. Obligations and Undertakings on the Part of the City.
a. The City agrees to provide funding for the economic development

professional in an amount equal to the City population as determined
by the last national census.

b. Payment shall be provided to the County no later than May 15" of
each year.

Term of Agreement. The term of this Agreement shall be for 3 years. Unless
written notice of intent to terminate is given by either party not less than 30 or
more than 90 days prior to the end of the current term, the agreement shall
automatically renew for an additional term of 3 years.

Assignment. Neither party may assign any of its rights or duties under this
Agreement without the prior written consent of the other party.

Governing Law, This Agreement shall be governed and constructed in
accordance with the laws of the State of Illinois.

Headings. The headings in this Agreement are inserted for convenience only
and are in no way intended to describe, interpret, define, or limit the scope,
extent or intent of this Agreement or any provision hereof.

Entire Agreement. This Agreement incorporates all agreements and
understandings of the parties hereto as of the date of its execution and each
party acknowledges that no representation or warranties have been made
which have not been set forth herein.

Amendments. This Agreement may only be amended in writing, signed by
the parties hereto.

Binding Effect. This Agreement shall be binding not only upon the parties
hereto, but also upon their successors or assigns, and the parties hereby agree
for themselves and their successors or assigns, to execute all instruments and
to perform all acts which may be necessary or proper to carry out the purposes
and intent of this Agreement.

No Third-Party Beneficiary. Except as otherwise expressly provided in this
Agreement, none of the provisions herein contained are intended by the
parties, nor shall they be deemed, to confer any benefit on any person not a
party of this Agreement.

All notices and other communications required under this
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been given on the
date of actual delivery if mailed, first class, registered or certified mail, return
receipt requested, postage paid to the following respective addresses:

SUBJECT: Construction Group Ltd. Development

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION: Mike Bellovics, through his company, Construction Group Ltd
is in the process of developing 22 condominium units on East 1600 Street. He has requested a water
extension to the southern edge of his 5 acre condo parcel. He is also requesting sanitary sewer be
extended on Route 6 to the edge of his property to facilitate a hook up to the golf course buildings. This
extension is more costly than recent projects due to the length of pipe that must be installed. To bring
down the cost of the extension Mike has offered to supply the labor and equipment and associated costs to
install the pipe. The proposal for the Council to consider is that the City will provide funds for pipes and
fixtures like manholes, hydrants and one employee from the water department to oversee the technical
work of the installation. Estimates are as follows:

Sewer equipment: $15,000

Water equipment: $45,000

These costs do not include City labor costs. We believe that we can make the out of pocket costs work
with operating accounts. If that becomes an issue we would come back to the Council later in the fiscal
year. We would like to have permission to proceed with the project as there will be at least a 60-day
approval process for EPA permitting. Mike would like to build the first 2 buildings, 4 units this Fall.
There is a possibility that other land in the area could also be developed in the future.

In addition the final condominium plat needs council approval. There is a preliminary document included
in the packet that has not received final approval from Attorney Price. If the final document is approved
by him it will be considered on Tuesday.

RECOMMENDATION: Motion to recommend to the City Council to allocate operating funds from
the Water Department to the Construction Group Ltd property on East 1600 Street and from the
Sewer Department to extend service to the Sugar Maple Golf Course to include City labor to assist
and oversee the installation and to approve the final condominium plat for this five acre parcel.

We need to
get started on this work and would like to give the Council more time to look at the whole scope of other
projects that could be done. We are recommending to proceed with the UV work only at this time.

RECOMMENDATION: Motion to recommend to the City Council to hire Donahue to complete
the UV Disinfection project based on an order from the Illinois EPA in the amount of $89,800.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION/SCOPE OF SERVICES/TIMING

A. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The City of Geneseo received a letter from lllinois EPA (IEPA) removing the disinfection exemption from
Geneseo Creek. This new regulation requires the City to install and operate disinfection facilities from
iMay to October each year. Based on conceptual design evaluations, the City has decided to install
ultraviolet (UV) disinfection equipment for the main plant discharge. The excess flow lagoon storm
overflow, which happens one to two times per year, will be disinfected using sodium hypochlorite. The
City is also desiring to proceed with design and bidding of the dewatering improvements.

The scope of these services consist of the design, permitting, and bidding services for the UV disinfection
improvements and the dewatering improvements required for the City of Geneseo’s WWTP. The key
scope items for this improvement project consist of the following items:

¢ [nstallation of the Fournier press dewatering equipment in the existing sludge building as
described in the Dewatering Study completed by Donchue in 2014,

s Installation of a polymer feed system.

e Installation of a new sludge transfer pump to feed the new Fournier press. The new transfer
pump will be installed in the digester control building.

e Installation of ETS inline UV disinfection units in the existing chiorine contact tanks.

e Evaluation of hydraulic grade line from secondary clarifiers to the effluent pump station for new
head laoss imposed by UV disinfection units.

* |Installation of new UV disinfection equipment control panel either in a new building or new
weatherproof enclosure near the secondary clarifiers.

e Each project will have separate construction documents and will be bid separately.

B. SCOPE OF SERVICES
Services to be provided by Donohue for this Project under this Agreement are as follows:
1. Project Management

a. Prepare a Project work plan containing the project background, project goals and
objectives, task based project scope, project schedule, listing and schedule of
deliverables, staffing plan with staff responsibility assignments, and other
information which may be appropriate.

b. Meet with the Owner's staff in a Project kick-off meeting to review Project goals,
review Project respansibilities, review proposed Project improvements, present an
overview of the Project design basis, and review the prepared schedule for the
Project. Attend and conduct up to two (2) additional design phase progress review
meetings at Owner’s office.

c. Provide monthly progress reports to Owner to document services performed and
schedule status. This is typically performed as part of the monthly project invoicing
routine.

2. Preliminary Design

a. Review available studies, reports, drawings and information regarding the City of
Geneseo WWTP.

b. Prepare preliminary building survey to obtain dimensions needed to draft the
proposed improvements.

c. Perform a site visit and prepare a technical memorandum to address building HVAC
requirements and compliance with the most recent NFPA 820 code requirements.

d. Prepare flow sheets and preliminary process and instrumentation diagrams (P&IDs)
for the proposed improvements.

e. Perform preliminary equipment selections based on preferences of Owner’s staff and
Donohue recommendations.

f. Determine sizing requirements for new structures and equipment.
g. |dentify major utilities and their approximate locations within the Project site limits.

h. Utilizing available drawings, field visit observations, and discussions with Owner,
prepare preliminary layout drawings for Project facilities.

i. Prepare a preliminary design submittal consisting of written descriptions of the
Project indicating the proposed facilities along with the basis for selection, the final
design criteria, a summary of preliminary hydraulic design calculations, a listing of any
potential conflicts including environmental impacts and proposed resolutions, any
special construction requirements/procedures that may be known at the preliminary

e. Perform a gquality control check of the 90 percent completion design documents.

f. Submit up to three sets of 90 percent design completion drawings (half size),
specifications, and opinion of the probable construction cost to the Owner for review
and comment.

g- Conduct a 90 percent design completion review meeting with the Owner and
incorporate comments and any necessary changes into the design.

h. Incorporate the comments received from the Owner and the quality control review
comments and finalize the drawings and project manual for bidding. Drawings for
bidding purposes will be reproduced at half size.

4. Bid Phase Services

a. Prepare advertising notice and submit to City for publication.

b. Issue bidding documents to prospective bidders and maintain documents holder list
(Quest Bid services)

¢. Conduct a pre-bid conference to describe Project work and answer prospective
bidder questions. Prepare and issue meeting minutes.

d. Prepare written answers to questions submitted by prospective bidders, and
distribute to bid document holders.

e. Prepare addenda as appropriate to interpret, clarify or expand the bidding
documents and issue the addenda to prospective bidders.

f. Attend and assist Owner in the bid opening, perform analysis of bids, prepare bid
tabulation,

g. Assist the Owner in preparing construction contracts.

PART Il
OWNER RESPONSIBILITIES

A. In addition to other responsibilities of Owner set forth in this Agreement, Owner shall:

1.

Identify a person authorized to act as the Owner’s representative to respond to questions and
make decisions on behalf of Owner, accept completed documents, approve payments to
Donchue, and serve as liaisan with Donohue as necessary for Donohue to complete its Services.

Furnish to Donohue copies of existing documents and data pertinent to Donchue’s Scope of
Services, including but not limited to and where applicable: design and record drawings for
existing facilities; property descriptions, land use restrictions, surveys, geotechnical and
environmental studies, or assessments.

Owner shall be responsible for all requirements and instructions that it furnishes to Donohue
pursuant to this Agreement, and for the accuracy and completeness of all reports, data, programs,
and other information furnished by Owner to Donohue pursuant to this Agreement. Donohue
may use and rely upon such requirements, instructions, reports, data, programs, and information
in performing or furnishing services under this Agreement, subject to any express limitations or
reservations provided by Owner applicable to the furnished items.

Provide to Donohue existing information regarding the existence and locations of utilities and
underground facilities.

Provide Donohue safe access to premises necessary for Donohue to provide the Services.
Inform Donchue whenever Owner observes or hecomes aware of a Hazardous Environmental

Conditions, as defined in Part IV.3. of this Agreement, that may affect Donohue’s Scope of Services
or time for performance.
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PART Il
COMPENSATION, BILLING AND PAYMENT

A. Compensation far the work as defined in the Scope of Services (Part ) of this Agreement shall be in
accordance with Donohue’s standard chargeout rates in effect at the time the Services are performed.
Routine expenses will be billed at cost and subconsultant costs will include a 10% markup. The total
cost for these Services and expenses will not exceed $144,700 broken down as follows:

UV Disinfection Improvements $89,800
Dewatering Improvements 554,900

B. Donohue will bill Owner monthly, with net payment due in 30 days.
C. Donohue will notify Owner if Project scope changes require modifications to the above-stated

contract value. Services relative to scope changes will not be initiated without written authorization
from Owner.
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PART IV - STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. STANDARD OF CARE. Donohue's Services shall be performed in accordance with the
standard of professional practice ordinarily exercised by the applicable profession under
similar circumstances at the same time and in the focality where the Services are performed.
Professional services are not subject to, and Donohue does not provide, any warranty or
guarantee, express or implied. Any warranties or guarantees contained in any purchase
orders, requisitions, or notices to proceed issued by Owner are void and not binding upon
Donohue. Notwithstanding any other representations made elsewhere in this Agreement or
in the execution of the Project, this Standard of Care shall not be modified

2. CHANGE OF SCOPE. The Scope of Services set forth in this Agreement Is based on facts
known at the time of execution of this Agreement, including, if applicable, information
supplied by Qwner. For some projects involving congeptual or process development services,
scope may not be fully definable during initial phases. As the Project progresses, facts
discovered may indicate that the scope must be redefined. Donchue will promptly provide
Owner with a written amendment to this Agreament to recognize such change.

3. HAZARDOUS ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS. Unless expressly stated otherwise in the
Scope of Services {Part 1) of this Agreement, Donohue’s scope of services does not include
any services relating to a Hazardous Environmental Condition, including but not limited to
the presence at the Project site of asbestos, mold, PCBs, petroleum, hazardous substances or
any other pollutant or contaminant, as those terms are defined in pertinent federal, state,
and local laws. In the event Donohue or any other party encounters a Hazardous
Environmental Condition, Donohue may at its option suspend performance of services until
Owner: aj retains appropriate consultants or contractors to identify and remediate or
remove the Hazardous Environmental Condition; and b) warrants that the Project site is in
full compliance with all applicable environmental laws

4. SAFETY. Unless specifically included as a service to be provided under this Agreement,
Donohue specifically disciaims any authority or responsibility for general job site safety, or
the safety of persons {other than Donohue employees) or property.

5. DELAYS, If performance of Donohue’s Services is delayed through no fau't of Donohue,
Donchue shall be entitled to an extension of time equal to the delay and an equitable
adjustment in compensation

6. TERMINATION/SUSPENSION. Either party may terminate this Agreement upon 30 days
written notice to the other party. Owner shall pay Donohue for all Services, including profit
relating thereto, rendered prior to termination, plus any expenses of termination. If either
party defaults in its obligations under this Agreement (including Owner’s obligation to make
required payments), the non-defaulting party may, after giving seven days written notice,
suspend performance under this Agreement. The non-defaulting party may not suspend
performance if the defaulting party commences to cure such default within the seven-day
notice period and completes such cure within a reasonable period of time

Donohue may terminate this Agreement upon seven days written notice if: a} Donohue
believes that Donohue is being requested by Owner to perform services contrary to law or
Donohue’s responsibilities as a licensed professional; or b} Donchue’s Services for the Project
are delayed, suspended, or interrupted for a period of at least 90 days for reasons not
attributable to Donohue’s performance of Services, or c) Owner has failed to pay any amount
due and owing to Donchue for a period of at least 60 days. Donohue shall have no liability to
Owner on account of such termination.

7. OPINIONS OF CONSTRUCTION COST. Any opinion of construction costs prepared by
Donochue is supplied for the genera! guidance of the Qwner only, Since Donohue has no
control over competitive bidding or market conditions, Donohue cannot guarantee the
accuracy of such opinions as compared to contract bids ar actual costs to Owner.

8, RELATIONSHIP TO CONTRACTORS. Donohue shall serve as Owner's professional
representative for the Services, and may make recommendations to Owner concerning
actions refating to Owner’s cantractors. Donohue specifically disclaims any authority to direct
or supervise the means, methods, techniques, sequences or procedures of construction
selected or used by Owner’s contractors. Oonohue neither guarantees the performance of
2ny construction contractor nor assumes responsibility for any contractor’s failure to
perform in accordance with the construction contract documents

9. CONSTRUCTION REVIEW. For projects involving construction, Owner acknowledges that
under generally accepted professional practice, interpretations of construction documents in
the field are normally required, and that performance of construction-related services by the
design professional for the Project permits errors or omissions to be identified and corrected
at comparatively low cost. Performance of construction-related professional services by a
third party or the Owner risks misinterpretation or alternate interpretation of the design
intent. Owner agrees to hold Donohue harmless from any claims resulting from performance
of construction-related professional services by persons other than Denohue.

10. BETTERMENT. If any item or component of the Project is required due to omission from
the construction documents, Donchue's liability shall be limited to the reasonable costs of
correction of the construction, less the cost to the Owner if the omitted item or component
had been initially included in the construction contract documents. It is intended by this
provision that Donohue will not be responsible for any cost or expense that provides
betterment, upgrade, or enhancement of the Project.

11. INSURANCE. Donohue will maintain Professional Liability, Commercial General Liability,
Automobile, Worker's Compensation, and Employer's Uability insurance coverage in
amounts in accordance with legal and Donohue's business requirements. Donohue shall pro-
vide to Owner certificates demonstrating such coverage upon request. For projects involving
construction, Owner agrees to protect Donohue’s interests through appropriate property
and liability insurance, and to require its construction contractor, if any, to include Donohue
as an additional Insured on Contractor’s policies relating to the Project. Donohue’s coverages
referenced above shall, in such case, be excess over contractor’s primary coverage

12, INDEMNIFICATION. To the fullest extent permitted by law, Owner and Donchue each
agree to indernnify the other party and the other panty’s officers, directors, partners,
employees, and representatives, but not defend, from and against losses, damages, and
judgments arising from claims by third parties, including reasonable attorneys’ fees and
expenses recoverable under applicable law, but only to the extent they ara found to be

caused by a negligent act, error, or omission of the indemnifying party or any of the
indemnifying party’s officers, directors, members, partners, agents, employees, or
subconsultants in the performance of services under this Agreement. If claims, losses,
damages, and judgments are found to be caused by the |oint or concurrent negligence of
QOwner and Donohue, they shall be borne by each party in proportion to its negligence,

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Owner shall indemnify and hold harmless Donchue,
its employees, agents, and representatives, and Donohue’s subconsultants, from and against
any loss, liability, claims and damages caused by, arising out of, or resulting from the
presence at the Project site of ashestos, mold, PCas, petroleum, hazardous substances, or
any other pollutant or contaminant, as those terms are defined in pertinent federal, state,
and local laws, except to the extent that the loss, liability, or damages are caused solely by
the witlful misconduct or negligence of Donohue, its agents or employees.

13. UMITATIONS OF LIABILITY. No owner, shareholder, principal, employee or agent of
Donohue shall have individual liability to Owner; and Owner covenants and agrees not to sue
any such individual in connection with the Services under this Agreament.

Neither Donchue, Benohue's subconsultants, nor their agents or employees shall be jointly,
severally or individually liable to the Owner in excess of the compensation to be paid
pursuant to this Agreement or two hundred fifty thousand dollars {$250,000), whichever is
greater, by reason of any act or omission, in tort or contract, including breach of contract,
breach of warranty or negligence. To the fullest extent permitted by Laws and Regulations,
Owner and Donohue waive against each other, and the other's employees, officers,
directors, members, insurers, partners, and consultants, any and all ckaims for or entitlement
to special, incidental, indirect, or consequential damages arising out of, resulting from, or in
any way related to this Agreement or the Project, from any cause or causes.

14. OWNERSHIP AND REUSE OF PROJECT DOCUMENTS. All docurnents and other
deliverables, In all media, prepared by or on behalf of Donohue in connection with this
Agreement ara instruments of service, and Donohue shall hold the copyright to and all other
ownership and property interests in such instruments of service. Upon payment for services
rendered, Donchue grants Owner a license to use instruments of Donohue's services for the
purpose of constructing, occupying or maintaining the Project. Owner shall not reuse any
such documents or other deliverables pertaining to the Project for any purpose other than
that for which such documents or deliverables were originally prepared. Owner shall not
cause or allow the alteration of such documents or deliverables without written verification
and approval by Donohue for the specific purpose intended, and any alteration by Owner
shall be at the Owner’s sole risk, Owner agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Danohue
from all claims, damages, and expenses {including reasonable attorneys' and consultants’
fees), arising out of such reuse or altaration by Owner ar others acting through Owner.

15. ELECTRONIC MEDIA. Copies of documents that may be relied upon by Owner are limited
to printed copies that are signed and sealed by Donohue. Files or information in electronic
media are fumished by Donohue to Owner solely for convenience of Owner. Because data
stored in electronic media format can deteriorate or be modified, the Owner agrees to per-
form acceptance tests within 60 days. Donohue will not be responsible to correct any errors
or for maintenance of documents in electronic media format after the acceptance period.

16. RECORDS RETENTION. Donchue shall retain on file, for a period of five years following
completlon or termination of its services, copies of contract documents, final deliverables,
and accounting records related to Engineer’s services under this Agreement. Upon Owner’s
request, Donohue shall provide a copy of maintained item to Owner at cost

17. AMENDMENT. This Agreament, upon execution by both parties hereto, can be amended
only by a written instrument signed by both parties.

18. SUCCESSORS, BENEFICIARIES AND ASSIGNEES. This Agreement shall be binding upon
and inure to the benefit of the owners, administrators, executors, successors, and legal
representatives of the Owner and Donahue. The rights and obligations of this Agreement
cannot be assigned by either party without written permission of the other party. This
Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of any permitted assignees

19, NO THIRD-PARTY BENEFICIARY. Nothing contained in this Agreement, nor the
performance of the parties hereunder, is intended to benefit, nor shall inure to the benefit
of, any third party, including Owner's construction contractors, if any

20, STATUTE OF UMITATION. To the fullest extent permitted by law, parties agree that,
except for claims for indemnification, the time period for bringing claims under this
Agreement shall expire one year after Substantial Completion, as defined by the construction
documents prepared by Donchue, or, if no construction documents are prepared, one year
after the submittal date of Donohue’s mast recent invoice for this Agreement. Any action not
brought within that one-year time peried shall be barred, without regard to any other
limitations period set forth by law or statute.

21, DISPUTE RESOLUTION. Owner and Donchue shall provide written notice of a dispute
within a reasonable time and after the event giving rise to the dispute. Owner and Donohue
agree to negotiate any dispute between them in good faith for a period of 30 days following
such notice. Owner and Danchue may mutually agree to submit any dispute to mediation or
binding arbitration, but doing so shall not be required or a prerequisite to initiating a lawsuit
to enforce this Agreement.

22, CONTROLLING LAW. This Agreement is governed by the laws of the state in which the
Project is located.

23. NO WAIVER. No waiver by either party of any default by the other party in the perfor-
mance of any particular section of this Agreement shall invalidate any other section of this
Agreement or operate as a waiver of any future default, whether like or different in character.
24. SEVERABILITY. The various terms, provisions and covenants herein contained shall be
deemed to be separate and severable, and the invalidity or unenforceability of any of them
shall not affect or impair the validity or enforceability of the remainder.

25. AUTHORITY. The persons signing this Agreement warrant that they have the authority to
sign as, or on behalf of, the party for whom they are signing.

26. SURVIVAL, All express representations, indemnifications and limitations of liability
included in this Agreement will survive its completion or termination for any reason.
